The relatives of detainees are helpless against the Iranian regime and there is nothing they can do in Iran to help their loved ones. 

The Iranian government considers the detainees state-owned property and as long as no one outside Iran knows their names they have a free hand to do deal with them as they wish.

We have a chance to publicize the names of each detainee through international agencies and hold the government of Iran accountable for the safety and well being of each and every individual in their custody.
They will no longer be faceless detainees; they will have a name, a place of birth, a date of arrest, and pictures.  These are our fathers, mothers, brothers, sisters and they are all sons and daughters of Iran.

We need as much information as you can provide, anything that helps us to verify the information is very useful.
